Tour Overview 

Day 1 – Welcome to Cairo

Day 2 – Giza Pyramids, Sphinx & Saqqara

adventurous, an optional entry into the Great Pyramid of Cheops is available (additional fee applies). 
Take a scenic camel ride through the desert for iconic panoramic photos, then descend to marvel at the 
enigmatic Sphinx. 
 
Continue south to Saqqara, where you’ll enjoy an authentic Egyptian lunch before visiting the Step 
Pyramid of Djoser—Egypt’s oldest pyramid. Explore ancient tombs and learn how the daily life of ancient

Day 3 – Old Cairo, Mosques, Museums & Bazaars 

Explore Coptic and Islamic Cairo with your private guide. Wander El Moez Street, rich in Fatimid 
architecture, and visit sacred landmarks including Al Azhar Mosque, Bab Zuweila, Al Hussein Mosque, 
the Crypt of Jesus, Hanging Church, and Saint Sergius Church. 
 
Stop at the National Museum of Egyptian Civilization, home to the famous royal mummies. After lunch at 
one of Cairo’s most iconic restaurants, dive into the energy of the Khan El Khalili Bazaar—a sensory 
wonder of colors, spices, and stories.
